2026 Together in Action 
In the spirit of the Jubilee Year proclaimed by Pope 
Francis last year, our Diocese has launched a matching 
financial campaign for parishes called Multiply the 
Hope. The campaign will run until the end of 2027.  

To qualify for the matching funds, we must first meet 
both our operating budget and our TIA goal.

We are encouraged by the strong response to the 
Multiply the Hope campaign across our Diocese, which 
is already helping parishes meet real needs and 
strengthen their mission. 

In the first year of the matching campaign, $4 million 
has been matched for parish loans and $3 million for 
repairs and maintenance. This support is allowing es-
sential projects to move forward and helping our par-
ish communities grow stronger in faith and service. 

The Multiply the Hope campaign continues through 
the end of 2027, and $4.9 million in matching funds is 
still available for parishes across the Diocese. 

Our Parish goal is $158,425.In 2025, we were able to 
allocate $52,290 to Multiply the Hope from our opera-
tional surplus.

PASTOR’S MESSAGE 

Today, the Fourth Sunday of Easter, is known as Good Shep-
herd Sunday.  It also marks the 63rd World Day of Prayer for 
Vocations.  Jesus Christ, who “bore our sins in his body on the 
Cross,” is the “shepherd and guardian of our souls” (1 Peter 
2:25).  In His infinite goodness and wisdom, He calls other men 
to share in His work of shepherding souls by serving Him as 
priests.  He also calls many men and women to follow Him 
through the religious life - a life according to the evangelical 
counsels of poverty, chastity, and obedience.    
Christ tells us that praying for vocations is not an option but a 
must: “The harvest is plentiful, but the labourers are few; 
therefore ask the Lord of the harvest to send out labourers in-
to his harvest” (Matt. 9:37-38).   
The Jesuit priest and Servant of God Fr. John Hardon 
writes:  “We mistakenly assume that some people just receive 
the grace of vocation and always respond to it.  Not so.  Voca-
tions are the result of prayer twice over.  Once because with-
out prayer, much prayer, God will not commonly offer the 
grace of a vocation.  And once again because, without prayer, 
vocations offered by God may not even be recognized by those 
who receive them or, if recognized, will not be generously re-
sponded to.”   
We must also pray for strong Catholic families, for as Pope St. 
John Paul II said, the family is the "seed-bed of voca-
tions."  May Catholic families today be true domestic churches, 
true seed-beds of vocations!
