PASTOR’S MESSAGE 

A big thank you to the Knights of Columbus, CWL, sacris-
tans, altar servers, and all other volunteers who helped 
organize our Corpus Christi procession last Sunday!  
What a great witness to the truth that Jesus Christ, King 
of the universe, is really present in the Holy Eucharist!   

Inside the bulletin this week you will find a statement of 
the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops’ Standing 
Committee for Life and Family voicing concern and call-
ing for prayers on the 10th anniversary of the legaliza-
tion of euthanasia and assisted suicide (euphemistically 
called “MAID”) in Canada.  The Bishops write, “We reject 
complacency with the status quo on euthanasia in Cana-
da.”   

This past Friday, on the Solemnity of the Most Sacred 
Heart of Jesus, our parish prayed before the Blessed Sac-
rament for an end to euthanasia in our country.  Going 
forward, we will continue to organize days of prayer and 
reparation for an end to sins against human life, for the 
conversion of our nation, for the strengthening of family 
life, and various other intentions.   

Let us remember that the entire month of June is dedi-
cated to the Sacred Heart of Jesus.  “Surely it is a source 
of profound consolation to know that we are loved so 
deeply by Our Lord, who constantly carries us in his 
heart.”
