2026 Together in Action 
In the spirit of the Jubilee Year pro-
claimed by Pope Francis last year, our 
Diocese has launched a matching finan-
cial campaign for parishes called Multi-
ply the Hope. The campaign will run un-
til the end of 2027.  

To qualify for the matching funds, we 
must first meet both our operating 
budget and our TIA goal.

We are encouraged by the strong re-
sponse to the Multiply the Hope cam-
paign across our Diocese, which is al-
ready helping parishes meet real needs 
and strengthen their mission. 

In the first year of the matching cam-
paign, $4 million has been matched for 
parish loans and $3 million for repairs 
and maintenance. This support is allow-
ing essential projects to move forward 
and helping our parish communities 
grow stronger in faith and service. 

The Multiply the Hope campaign contin-
ues through the end of 2027, and $4.9 
million in matching funds is still availa-
ble for parishes across the Diocese. 

Our Parish goal is $158,425.In 2025, we 
were able to allocate $52,290 to Multi-
ply the Hope from our operational sur-
plus.

PASTOR’S MESSAGE 

This weekend, Bishop McGrattan will visit our parish to cele-
brate the 11 am Mass and confer the Sacrament of Confirma-
tion on twenty-four youth and one adult.  The celebration of 
this Sacrament is a source of great joy for our parish and in-
deed for the entire Church. 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church teaches that the Sacra-
ment of Confirmation completes the grace of Baptism and 
“gives us a special strength of the Holy Spirit to spread and de-
fend the faith by word and action as true witnesses of Christ, 
to confess the name of Christ boldly, and never to be ashamed 
of the Cross” (n. 1303).   
The day after his election as Successor of St. Peter, Pope Leo 
XIV stated that there are contexts today "where it is not easy 
to preach the Gospel and bear witness to its truth, where be-
lievers are mocked, opposed, despised or at best tolerated and 
pitied” (Homily at Holy Mass Pro Ecclesia celebrated with the 
Cardinals in the Sistine Chapel, May 9, 2025).  The Holy Father 
added that it is precisely these places, however, where “our 
missionary outreach is desperately needed.”   
To be missionaries in today’s world, it is important for us to 
reflect on the power of the Sacrament of Confirmation, which 
gives us a supernatural strength to bear witness to Christ with 
courage and joy.  Please join me in praying for the individuals 
newly confirmed and sealed with the gift of the Holy Spirit in 
our parish.  And may we all “stir up” the grace of our own Con-
firmation so that we might “confess the name of Christ boldly” 
to the world. — Rev. Derek Remus.
